 When forming the patties, be 
sure to work gently and quickly 
with cold, wet hands and cold 
meat. This prevents burgers 
from becoming dense and tough 
when cooked.
 When it comes to seasoning, 
salt and pepper are essential for 
flavoring the burger. However, 
salting the patties too early will 
draw the juices out of the meat, 
creating a dry burger. Sprinkle 
salt and pepper heavily on both 
sides of the patty just prior to 
cooking.
When grilling, first sear the pat-
ties over high heat on a pre-
heated, well-oiled grill to lock in 
the juices. Then move them to a 
cooler part of the grill to cook. 
Never press down on the burg-
ers with a spatula, this squeezes 
out juices and dries the burger.
 Raichlen recommends determin-
ing burger’s doneness with the 
“poke test”: medium-rare will be 
softly yielding; medium is semi-
firm; and well-done is firm.
